Introductory Level of Care (A) - $3.00 per 
day requirements are (1) completion of Foster 
Family Orientation Program or PRIDE Pre-Service 
Program or Grandfathered in July 1, 1998; (2) 
completion of Nonviolent Crisis Intervention 
'Basic' Program; (3) yearly Nonviolent Crisis 
Intervention 'Refresher' Program, if applicable;  
(4) completion of Sensitivity Training for Foster 
Families Program; (5) 2 years fostering  
experience and (6) approval from your Home 
Agency. 
 
Introductory Level of Care (B) - $5.00 per 
day requirements are (1) Introductory Level of 
Care (A); (2) completion of yearly Nonviolent Crisis 
Intervention 'Refresher' Program; (3) completion 
of PRIDE Module 1 and PRIDE Module 2 and (4) 
approval from your Home Agency. 
 
Advanced Level of Care - $10.00 per day 
requirements are (1) Introductory Level of Care 
(B); (2) five years experience and (3) approval 
from your Home Agency.
